ple Rebuilding and Dedication Fund?  
No again huh?  Let's see. What about 
the big Day after Hanukkah sale at 
Macys or Dillards;  did you get a circu-
lar in the mail today?  No yet again. 
What about "It's A Great Dreydl Char-
lie Brown;" did you catch it on TV this 
year?  Still no.  I cannot imagine why 
not!  

Actually I can.  We all can.  We all 
know that none of these things are to 
be found at this time of year.  Indeed, 
this is the time of year when we Jews 
feel exactly what it means to be dif-
ferent.  When all around the country 
mainstream America is inundated 
with Red and Green tinsel, when 
school district after school district and 
municipality after municipality braces 
for a backlash against some planned 
"Seasonal Program" or "Winter Dis-
play", we Jews feel marginalized.  We 
who so readily blend into mainstream 
America 360-something days a year 
because of our predominantly white 
skin, we who can proudly point to our 
achievements in education, business, 
industry, we who have seen Jewish 
blood given over in service to America 
in the military, we finally get it: we 
ARE Americans,  but  America is nomi-

What is ironic about it all 
is that so many Jews are now married to Christians, that such active persecution would be hard-pressed for success in this 
country.

This blending of religious symbols and the blurring of the distinctive nature of these holidays is considered by some to be a 
pluralistic view of the holidays. It is not pluralism. Pluralism is the understanding that there is a multiplicity of legitimate ideas, 
views and principles that reflect a given truth or truths. Pluralism acknowledges the existence of distinctive ethnic groups, 
cultural patterns, religions and the like within a single nation. As such, real pluralism respects the distinctiveness of both Ha-
nukkah and Christmas and the right of practitioners to celebrate their individual holiday while respecting the rights of the 
other to celebrate his or her holiday as well. Producing cards and decorations that merge the symbols of two distinct religious 
traditions and two distinct religious observances may be effective marketing to a segment of American society, but it is NOT 
pluralism. 

We Jews need to sit back on Hanukkah, and give ourselves the most important gift possible.  We must reclaim the gift that the 
Maccabees fought and killed and died for some 2100 years ago.  It is the gift of being Jewish.  It is the gift of an active Jewish 
identity and lifestyle that produces Jewish pride, and not Jewish neurosis that we aren't Christian.  It is the sense of comfort 
and self that allows us to appreciate  Christmas as a Christian holy day, without secretly wishing that we did it  too.  It is the 
gift of confidence in our Jewish selves that allows a Christian display to be placed on public property without feeling it is a 
slight.  It is the gift of pride and confidence in being Jewish that we pass on to our children and grandchildren so that they will 
not feel threatened by being Jewish in a Christian country. 

This year as we light our candles to celebrate our minor holy day, I pray that the message of this celebration lives on long after 
the holiday ends.  Let's feel comfortable wishing our neighbors a Merry Christmas, and let's feel comfortable in that we aren't 
Christians.  Only when we can do both of those things have we affirmed the American value of pluralism that allows many 
different religious traditions to prosper on these shores.  Most importantly only then can we affirm the legacy of our Macca-
bean ancestors, that Judaism is a valuable and vital religious tradition worth fighting for, worth dying for, and worth living.

With the festive holiday of Hanukkah rapidly approaching, I wish to offer eight steps (one for each

1. Establish a sense of Urgency: Synagogue members and leaders must understand that change is 
necessary. Synagogue leaders must become aware of the Jewish community as it is not as it was. 

2. Form a Guiding Coalition: Any change requires a coalition of stakeholders which will enable all 
view points to be represented. 

3. Create a Vision:  Change is only anchored in a vision of the future.  What is the strategic plan? 

4. Communicate the Vision: A vision should be communicated effectively in settings that enable people to digest it and 
respond to it.  In that way it is collectively owned. 

5. Empower Others: Change located within one or several people does not work effectively.  The process must be ex-
panded to involve other people and to empower them to bring a vision to reality. 

6. Plan Short Term Wins: Change happens in pieces. Trial balloons are floated, small experiments are attempted.  Informa-
tion is then gathered and evaluated to see what will work. 

7. Consolidate Improvements: The momentum of change fosters more change. 

8.  Institutionalize New Approaches: Change needs to outlast the individuals who initiated it.  At that point it becomes part 
of the ongoing life of the Synagogue.

Throughout every generation there 
have been those individuals who felt 
it effortless to go with the flow.  No 
one can say whether these people 
were intrigued with the unknown or 
whether it was just easier.

Through my position as director, I am 
left wondering if there is not an en-
tirely different spin on all this.  Daily I 
am blessed with 132 children, whose 
parents chose to send them to an 
early childhood learning center with a 
strong Judaic component as part of 
the daily curriculum.  Daily I am 
blessed with many parents who want 
to help make our program the best it 
can be.  Some of these parents, a 
traditional congregant may never see 
on a Saturday morning but does that 
mean these families are not here, not 
involved?  Many of these families are 
seen at Likrat Shabbat, Tot Shabbat, 
and Shabbat with a Twist.  Think 
about it, if they are coming to Likrat 
Shabbat and Tot Shabbat, they are 
coming to synagogue at least two 

times per month.   

We must remember the uniqueness 
of Temple Torah.  We have purposely 
designed programs for all types of 
families.  There are programs for 
families with infants to active adults 
with no children at home.  If we keep 
the light burning, with each individual 
family feeling secure in their own 
Judaism, then hopefully the parents 
will grow along with their children

In November 2001, we began our 
Kipah Club. The purpose was to stress 
the need for people to attend our 
Daily Services and to reward them for 
doing so. 

It was decided that congregants who 
attended 50 services would receive a 
Blue Kipah; 100 services would yield a 
Silver Kipah and 150 services would 
be rewarded by a Gold Kipah. Some-
one who attended 500 services would 
be recognized with a Tallit. There was 
a limited time allowed to reach these 
goals. 

We set up two-year cycles and con-
gregants had to reach the goal within 
that period of time. Each two-year 
cycle runs from November through 
October. Our most recent two-year 
cycle began on November 1, 2009.
