We here at Temple Torah would never take part in such frivolous and silly behavior. It is 
beneath our dignity as a congregation. We always make sure to address meaningful issues.  

One such issue is the problem many synagogues face during the current economic down-
turn. We are NOT EXEMPT. This issue requires creative thinking and new approaches. 

Recently there have been some discussions, usually during the Kiddush on Shabbat morn-
ing, about certain  inappropriate behaviors that take place during our services. A special 
committee was formed, and has decided to issue oral citations with fines for specific of-
fenses.

In my Shofar article last month I indicated that the Congregation will be seeing a lot of changes this year.  
Two significant changes were already announced during the month of January, 2010. 

Early in the month all members who have signed up to receive e-mails from the Temple were notified

be notified by December 31, 2009 whether the Temple desired to enter negotiations for into a new con-
tract with him.  At the December, 2009 meeting the Board of Directors voted not to enter into negotia-
tions for a new contract with the Hazzan.  The e-mail further stated that the Hazzan is expected to re-
main in his current position through July 31, 2010. 

The Board of Directors is comprised of 39 individuals.  Each Board member present at the December meeting had a vote on 
the issue of whether to enter negotiations with the Hazzan to renew his contract.  No one individual can state the reason why 
some thirty plus members voted on the issue as they did.   However, in the e-mail informing the membership of the decision I

 I can only state that I voted as I did because the Congregation is facing severe financial problems.  It is my opinion that the 
Board is simply not in a position to make any long term commitments without reviewing the overall financial situation of the

The second announcement made in January was a letter mailed to the parents of all children enrolled in the Esther and Simon 
Adler Religious School.  The letter informed the parents that Mitch Turk, the principal of the school, has resigned his position 
effective no later than May 31, 2010.  Further information on a replacement for Mr. Turk will be sent to the parents soon. 

As this year progresses, I expect to keep our membership fully informed on the changes that will be taking place at the Tem-
ple.  After the e-mail announcement regarding Hazzan Dardashti was issued, I received a number of inquiries from the mem-

Notes from Hazzan

Why do we chant and sing our prayers rather than reading or saying them?  

Since the Parashah for this last week was Beshalakh, which includes the ά{ƘŜŜǊŀǘ IŀȅŀƳέ (The Song of the 
Sea) and begins the Jewish music month; this is a good time to try to answer this question.  

When standing in front of God, more than when we stand in front of a king, we want to speak in a different 
manner than when we speak to an ordinary person. We want to use a better tone of voice, our best tone

municate to people by singing the words we want them to hear, except for when we may want to be ex-
tremely romantic, or impressive, or dramatic. Singing the prayers in Lashon Hakodesh (the holy language, 

Hebrew) with the best voice we have, with the prettiest, most proper melodies, will make our prayers most effective and 
every one in the congregation who hears the prayers sung in a beautiful manner, will be inspired and will pray with more 
Kavanah (Intent). And when God hears us calling on to Him in the language with which He gave us the Torah, in our most me-
lodious way we are able to, He will most certainly give a better consideration to our prayers.   

Before the destruction of the Holy Temple, Jews, made animal sacrifices to God. Every attempt was made to make these sacri-
fices as perfect and as dignified as possible. After the destruction of the Temple, praying replaced the sacrifices. Since during 
the offering of the sacrifices, every effort was made to be sure that every aspect of  the sacrifice was perfect and glorified; the 
prayers, which are the replacement for sacrifices also need to be as perfect, beautiful and glorified as possible. Therefore we 
sing our best when we want to communicate to God so we can make our prayers, wrapped in beautiful singing, resemble an 
offering that we bring to our creator.     

In closing, let me quote Richard Block, Senior Rabbi, Temple-Tifereth Israel, Beachwood, OH, who said: άtŜǊǎƻƴŀƭ ǇǊƛǾŀǘŜ 
prayer thrives on solitude, but the spiritual engine of communal prayer is music. .... Those who seek to learn how to pray 
should look for a congregation where the music is inspiring and the worshippers sing their hearts out."
