Is it actually, also, the
New Year for us Jews, or
is Rosh Hashanah the
only New Year that is
allowed to count for all
Jews? Of course, since we live in a
country that depends on the Gregor-
ian calendar, we do commemorate a
January first starting a new cycle.

Some background information on
January 1: Celebration of January 1
was based upon a mythological Ro-
man god Janus, god of gates and
doors, who had faces in different
directiong one facing the new year
and another face looking back into
the old year. The name of the month
was originally Januarius.  For us to
understand how it came to be a cele-
bration time, by the way, we need to
look at the earlyChurchhistory. The
Church took the Pagan Roman party-
ing observance of January 1, and
adopted it, and reshaped it, into a
date for the Feast of Circumcision of
Jesus-eight days after Jesus was
born. Remember, many researchers
are convinced that the early Church
Fathers also picked out a day of Pagan
observance of celebration, December
25, and declared it as the birth of
Jesus, (regardless of when he was
actually born), and declared January 1
the date of his Brit Milah.
