From The Rabbi’s Study

(The following
is based on an
article  written
by Rabbi Brad-
ley Shavit Art-
son adapted by
Rabbi Rose to
explain why we
do not use Lulav and Etrog on Shab-
bat)

After two days of Rosh Ha-Shanah and
a day of fasting on Yom Kippur, you
would think that Jews would be ex-
hausted. Enough Judaism, already!

Yet at precisely that time, the calen-
dar of Judaism presents a dazzling
array of festivals--Sukkot, Hoshanah
Rabbah, Shemini Atzeret, and Simhat
Torah. For more than a week, we
continue to celebrate one holiday
after another, each with its own set of
rituals, songs, and customs.

Of all the festivals, none has as many
mitzvot (commandments) and cus-
toms associated with it than does
Sukkot, the Festival of Booths. We
build special huts (the sukkah), carry
the four types of plants (the lulav—
palm frond, etrog--citron, aravah--
willow, and hadas--myrtle) and eat
festive meals in the sukkah. Some
Jews even sleep in their sukkah.

Exhausted by the holy days already
behind us, and living in a culture that
distrusts ritual in the first place, what
can this frenetic activity mean to us?

Traditional commentators have ex-
plained the lulav and etrog in several
ways: According to the Midrash Va-
Yikra Rabbah, the etrog, hadas, and
aravah symbolize the three Patriarchs:
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. The single
Lulav symbolizes God. By holding the
three against the Lulav, we act out
our hope that the sacred deeds of our
ancestors, the lessons learned
throughout our lengthy history, will
serve us well before God. Thus, lulav
and etrog demonstrate our link to
Jewish history throughout time.

According to Pesikta De-Rav Kahana,
each of the plants symbolizes a differ-
ent type of Jew: one who is learned in

Torah and rich in good deeds, one
who is learned but has performed no
good deeds, one who is uneducated
but active in demonstrating loving-
kindness, and one who is uneducated
and has not performed loving deeds.
By binding all four plants together, we
pray that God will also consider the
entire Jewish people as a single unit,
each responsible for the other, each
Jew compensating for the shortcom-
ings of the others. Thus, lulav and
etrog demonstrate our unity as a peo-
ple and celebrate our diversity as
individuals and as religious move-
ments within the umbrella of Judaism.

Finally, the medieval compilation Kad
ha-Kemah asserts that each of the
four species corresponds to a differ-
ent human organ: the heart, the
spine, the eyes, and the lips. Just as
all these organs can lead a person to
error and to pain, so too they can
become the means for self improve-
ment and for elevating others. Thus,
lulav and etrog demonstrate our de-
termination to use our bodies to help
other people and ourselves, to serve
God, and to make the world more
holy.

If the Lulav and etrog represent such
wonderful concepts, then why don’t
we use them on Shabbat? In many
ways these same themes and ideas
are present in the very act of observ-
ing Shabbat. Shabbat, too, shows our
link to our history and to our ances-
tors, as does the lulav and etrog. As
Jews all over the world observe and
celebrate Shabbat, and cease from
weekly work, we too celebrate the
unity of the Jewish people as we pro-
claim our allegiance to one Torah and
one God. And as the Lulav and Etrog
symbolize the parts of our body that
are bound together to serve God,
Shabbat is the time that we energize
them to do exactly that service. So in
many ways, Shabbat and the Lulav
and the etrog symbolize similar ideals
and values.

Each of these explanations works
from the bottom up, trying to account
for the details of an already estab-
lished observance. Perhaps another
approach would be to work from the
other direction, to explain the larger
picture and not worry about the de-

tails. So, for example, in Midrash Va-
Yikra Rabbah, Rabbi Avin compares
the lulav and the etrog to a scepter
awarded to a victorious combatant.
After returning to our synagogues in
massive numbers on Rosh Ha-Shanah,
after spending Ten Days of Repen-
tance considering who we are and
who we want to be, after fasting and
praying on Yom Kippur, the entire
Jewish people emerges energized,
enriched, and motivated. But here too
we can see that this explanation of
the lulav and etrog are also similar to
Shabbat. In the ancient world, only
kings and nobility took time off, the
common person worked everyday.
Shabbat was the divine innovation
that elevated the lowest person for
one day a week to be able to rest like
the king does.

Such a transformation is indeed a
victory. So even though we don’t use
the Lulav and the etrog on Shabbat,
we are still kings, we are still one peo-
ple, we are still connected to our his-
tory and we place our entire selves in
service to God. On Shabbat we do not
carry the Lulav and aetrog, but we can
still remember what they are for -
Carry them today in your mind and
your heart with joy!

£~ Torah was
given once, it
‘ must be re-
ceived many
times, as each of us, through our
study and practice, strives to recap-
ture the pristine voice heard at
Mount Sinai. That requires emotion,
not just intellect. It means treating
Torah not just as words read, but
also as a melody sung. The Torah is
God's libretto, and we, the Jewish
people, are His choir, the perform-
ers of His choral symphony. And
though, when Jews speak they of-
ten argue, when they sing, they sing
in harmony, as the Israelites did at
the Red Sea, because music is the
language of the soul, and at the
level of the soul Jews enter the
unity of the Divine which transcends
the oppositions of lower worlds.
The Torah is God's song, and we
collectively are its singers.

Simhat Torah

means "Rejoicing in the
Torah." Simhat Torah marks
the completion of the annual
cycle of weekly Torah read-
ings, that is the 54 portions of
the Torah read in synagogue
weekly. On Simhat Torah, the
reading of the last Torah por-
tion is followed immediately
by the reading of the first
chapter of Genesis, thus
keeping the cycle of Torah
ever flowing.

Each school year we begin with the
children choosing the name of their
class. This is done by the teacher’s
reading stories about Noah's Ark
through various mediums such as
flannel board pieces and puppets.
The children then use their math skills

to group animals they discuss by
habitat. This year our Ark has the
most amazing animals on it. The
children voted on the following
names: dinosaurs, lions, frogs, dogs,
elephants, mice, tigers, unicorns,
zebras, and penguins.

As we begin researching dwellings,
we move into the holiday of Sukkot.
Each day the children will have the
opportunity to eat snacks, lunch and
tell stories in the Temple's Sukkah.
In the housekeeping areas the chil-
dren are busy transforming the cen-
ters into their class Sukkah. In the
math area they are counting the fruits
and using the fine motor skills when
stringing them to decorate the Suk-
kah. While in the art area the children
create their own decorations for the
classroom Sukkah, their Sukkah at
home or our Temple’s Sukkah. In the
science area the children will study,
smell and feel the various plants used
to make the Lulav and Etrog. The

children will learn that the Lulav is
made up of three parts: the long thin
part is a palm branch, the shorter
branches are from a myrtle bush and
the third plant is the willow. Finally,
the children will have the opportunity
to work their gross motor skills as
they shake, shake, shake the Lulav
with our school’s music instructor,
Beth Bates. Through the children’s
body movements and music, they will
learn that we shake the Lulav to the
North, South, East, West, and all
around to demonstrate that God is
everywhere.

It is true that children learn best
through play, and hands-on activities;
but so do adults. Our classrooms are
still in need of some young-at-heart
adults willing to donate one morning
a week. So pick your day and time,
and please stop by the preschool
office to let us know when you are
available. | promise that you will have
the time of your life!

| love October! The leaves change
and there is quite a chill in the air. Oh
wait. We live in Florida. Let me start
again.

I love October! The air begins to cool
(slightly) and the holidays of Sukkot
and Simhat Torah bring an air of fes-
tivity to our homes and our syna-
gogue. Many of our congregants
erect their own Sukkah and the Suk-
kah here at Temple Torah is filled
with the work of our Religious School
students.

Sukkot is the first of our harvest festi-
vals (the others being Pesach and
Shavuot). It begins on the fifth day
following Yom Kippur and continues
for seven days. In addition, it also
commemorates the forty years of
exile the Jews had after escaping
from Egypt. The word Sukkot is the
plural of sukkah which is a temporary
hut. Many people eat meals and even
sleep in the Sukkah to remind us of
the temporary huts that the Children
of Israel lived in during their forty

years of wandering, and that were
used by farmers when checking on
their fields far from their main dwell-
ing places. Our students adorn the
sukkah with harvest-oriented decora-
tions and pictures of the Ushpizin,
"guests," the seven notables in Jewish
history (Abraham, Isaac, Jacob,
Moses, Aaron, Joseph, and David)
who are symbolically welcomed into
the sukkah.

During Sukkot services, a special part
of the ceremony (if it is not also Shab-
bat) includes the use of the Lulav and
Etrog while parading around the tem-
ple. The Lulav consists of one palm
branch, two willow branches and
three myrtle branches and is held
with the Etrog which is the lemon-like
fruit in English called the citron.

The eighth day after Sukkot begins is
the festival known as Shemini Atz-
eret, and the ninth is Simhat Torah.
This festive day celebrates the weekly
reading of the Torah and both the
completion of the past year's reading
cycle and the beginning of the new
cycle. In other words, while we read
the last section of the entire Torah on
Simhat Torah, we also immediately
start at the beginning all over again.

In the synagogue, we take out all of
the Torah scrolls in our ark and pa-
rade and dance and sing, sometimes
taking to the streets to share our joy
with the world!

We have a marvelous opportunity this
year as the second day of Sukkot and
Simhat Torah both fall on a Sunday!
We have planned family celebrations
for both days! This will include Yom
Tov appropriate activities and ser-
vices geared for our Religious School
students and their parents. The spe-
cial programs will take place during
the regular religious school hours of
9:30a.m. — 12:30p.m. on Sunday
October 4 and Sunday October 11.
And of course we will join the main
congregation as we parade around
with Lulavim and Etrogim on Sukkot,
and dance with the Torah scrolls on
Simhat Torah!

The Foundation of the Talmud: The MISHNAH
