On February 4th, it will 
be Rosh Hodesh 
Adar, which means 

Purim should be here soon. But if 
you look at the Hebrew calendar 
you will not see Purim in February 
2011, but rather Purim Katan (small 
Purim)! Why? Read below! (adapted 
from Jewishmag.com) 

In the solar calendar there is a 
concept of a leap year ð February 
will have twenty-nine days instead 
of the usual twenty-eight. This 
comes once every four years. The 
Jewish calendar has a concept of a 
leap year too, but it is radically 
different than the common calendar 
leap year ð we add another month!  

To understand how the Jewish leap 
year works, we must first define a 
year. Simply speaking, a year passes 
by when the sun's position in the 
sky returns to the exact position 
that it was in relation to the season. 
This solar cycle takes 365 days and a 
little under six hours.

But the Torah has fixed the Jewish month based on the moon ð not on the sun. The moon begins at the beginning of 
each Jewish month as a thin crescent and gradually grows fuller each night until it is perfectly full and round. This marks 
the middle of the Jewish month. Then the moon begins a gradual reduction until it disappears only to reappear again at 
the beginning of the new month. When the moon first appears as a narrow crescent it is called the New Moon or the 
beginning of a new month, in Hebrew: Rosh Hodesh.  
 

It takes the moon a little over 29 ½ days to complete its monthly cycle. Since we cannot have part of a day belonging to 
one month and part of the day belonging to another, the calendar is arranged so that some months are 29 days long and 
some months are 30 days long. A month is never more than 30 days, nor less than 29 days.  
 

This explains why we sometimes observe two days Rosh Hodesh (the beginning of the month) and sometimes only one 
day Rosh Chodesh. When we have one day Rosh Hodesh it means that the outgoing month had 29 days; when there are 
two days Rosh Chodesh it means that the first day of Rosh Hodesh is the last day of the outgoing month and the second 
day is the first day of the incoming month. The only exception to this rule is the month of Tishre when the Rosh 
Chodesh is Rosh Hashanah; then the first two days of Rosh Hodesh are Rosh Hashanah which is the first and second days 
of the New Year.  
 

Now although the months go according to the moon's cycle, the year must be reckoned in consideration of the sun's 
cycle. The reason is that the Torah was particular about the holiday of Passover falling in the spring. The moon's cycle 
has no relation to the seasons, but the sun's cycle is related.  
 

Since the holiday of Passover must be observed in the spring, we must reckon the counting of the months in a manner 
that the month of Nisan (in which Passover comes) is always in the spring. Now the four seasons take up 365 ¼ days, 
yet the moon's cycle is only 29 ½ days. If we multiply 29 ½ days by twelve months we get 354 days which leaves us some 
11 days short of a solar year. That means that every year the months move back about one third of a month and in nine 
years the Jewish holidays would fall behind the solar year and seasons by about three months. If we allowed this to 
happen, Passover would be in the summer and then in a few more years in the winter! Yet the Torah explicitly states that 
Passover should be celebrated in the spring.  
 

Therefore to keep the festivals on track, an extra month is added once in about every three years when the 11 day 
difference grows into a month. This extra month is added after the month of Shevat and before the month of Adar that 
has in it Purim. We call this month Adar I and the Adar that has in it Purim, we call Adar II . In this manner, Nisan, the 
month that has Passover, is pushed back into its rightful place in the sequence of the seasons. Once Nisan is in its proper 
place, then all the subsequent months and their festivals, Shavuot and Succoth, fall into their proper places.  
 

A leap year cycle is a nineteen year cycle. During this period of time there are seven leap years: the 3rd, 6th, 8th, 11th, 14th, 
17th, and 19th years in the cycle are the leap years. We can figure out if the year is a leap year by dividing the present 
Hebrew year by 19. If the remainder number is one of the above numbers or zero (in the place of 19) then it is a leap 
year. 
 

If a person was born in Adar, in which Adar does he celebrate his birthday? The usual custom is to celebrate the birthday 
in the same Adar in which Purim falls, meaning Adar II. However if he was born in Adar I in a leap year, then he would 
celebrate his birthday in Adar I. Conversely, if someone was born in Adar II, he celebrates his birthday in regular years in 
the only Adar that comes, regular Adar. 
 

What about Yahrzeits? If a person died on a day in Adar during a regular year with only one month of Adar, what do you 
do in a leap year? Askenazim observe the Yahzeit date in Adar 1, Sepharadim observe the Yahrzeit date in Adar 2, while 
other authorities say you should observe the date both in Adar 1 and Adar 2! 
 

During a leap year, the date in Adar I of Purim is not celebrated as Purim, however it has become a festive day in that 
certain prayers are not said, and the custom is to eat in a more festive manner. It is called Purim Katan, meaning the small 
Purim. The rule is that we increase joy, never decrease, therefore a year with two Adars in it is considered a happy year.  
 

So be happy ð even if you are a bit confused! 
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Message from the President 
This month I would like to speak of the word community and the importance of our Temple Torah community. 
First we must look at the word and understand its meaning. If you were to dissect the word, it would be: Comm(e) 
(in) Unity. It is time for the Temple Torah family to unite and come together to make this Synagogue a strong and

Name That Tune 

 

I am often asked at the Kiddush or Oneg, òwhere did that tune come from?ó This question arises with many 
congregational tunes; however a few tend to come up more than others. There are some tunes that have been 
ingrained in not only liberal (Conservative and Reform) Judaism, but the western Jewish world as a whole. Some of 
these tunes like Maoz Tzur and Adir Hu are considered òMi Sinaió or from Sinai. Some joke that these tunes are so 
old and well accepted that Moses himself must have taught them to the Jewish people at the foot of Sinai.  

 

There are also the tunes that are just so widely accepted and entrenched within our weekly davening that they might 
as well be classified as Mi Sinai as well. For example: Michakeyl Chayim from the Amidah has a very recognizable tune 
and itõs so generally accepted throughout the Conservative movement that if a cantor does not use this tune, he or 
she better have a very good reason. That tune was written by Hazzan Max Wohlberg, sometime in the middle of the 
20th century. It was published in his book òThe Next Generation.ó His intention was to write simple tunes in order 
to teach tõfilah to children. He never expected this tune to take off as it did. Today, the tune is used widely 
throughout the Ashkenazi world in Orthodox and Liberal congregations alike. 
 

Another widely accepted tune within the world of Conservative and Reform Judaism is that of the Aleinu. This 
prayer is actually split into 3 tunes. The beginning section is widely attributed to the composer Sabel. However, once 
we get to shõhu noteh shamayim, that is where the fun begins. Iõm sure many of you even, while reading this, can hear 
this tune in your heads. I have to apologize; there is no deep and exciting origin of this tune. Its origins actually 
reside within the mouths of your children and grandchildren. The eency weency spider crawls up his water spout 
every Shabbat morning. Or those of you of the 1940s generation may recall the Johnny Horton song: òThe Day 
They Sank the Bismark.ó  
 

Finally, everyoneõs favorite part at the ending:  bayom ha hu yõhiyeh adoshem ehad invokes òThe Farmer and the Dell.ó 
This was first published by Rabbi Israel Goldfarb of Shalom Aleichem fame. 

 

So next Shabbat, as weõre singing along, keep in mind where some of these tunes might come from, and even ask 
yourself; is this appropriate for Shul?

Reading, writing and arithmetic; is that all there is to a well rounded curriculum? Are reading, writing 
and arithmetic the only components needed to lay the foundation for a lifetime of learning? As early 

childhood educators, it is our job to create a mixture, pour it and allow it the time to solidify, thus creating a solid 
foundation. The foundation that is strong enough to build upon, academically, emotionally, cognitively, and physically. 
 

As president of the local chapter for the National Association for the Education of Young Children and co-president of 
the Jewish Educators Council for Early Childhood, it is part of my job to advocate for best practices in all learning 
centers. Unfortunately, more times than not, I walk into a school to see uneducated staff, children not being allowed to 
be children and children having their most formative years pushed aside with mindless busy work. 
 

It is imperative that we understand that education goes way beyond reading, writing and arithmetic. The fact is that there 
are seven essential life skills. The seven skills are: Focus and self control, perspective taking, communicating, making 
connections, critical thinking, taking on challenges and self-directed, engaged learning. 
 

Many children can memorize a book or read at an early age, but are they able to fully comprehend the concept in the 
story? Is that child able to take that value or virtue and use it when the situation arises? So the beautiful child can count 
to 100 at such an early age; but can they handle conflict resolution? When you go on an interview for the first time, the 
individual interviewing does not care when you read for the first time, nor do they care how high you can count. They do 
want to know how you will resolve a problem, be able to take previous experiences to create a better work environment, 
and that in the middle of chaos, you can stay focused, exercise self-control and think outside the box. 
 

Each week, as I read the teachersõ lesson plans, it is clear to me that we do have a well-rounded curriculum. All seven of 
the life essential skills are consistently incorporated into our math, science, fine and gross motor, language, 
social/emotional and Judaic areas. Through our team efforts, we are able to create multi-faceted initiatives that truly 
solidify the foundation for a life time of learning and setting the path for caring Jews.

òMy mom called our afternoon Hebrew school the Temple of Doom. We complained so much she was convinced we were 
being tortured in the classrooms in the basement below the sanctuary. 
 

She nagged us to do our homework. We kvetched about Hebrew school at the dinner table. One sibling, in mid-elementary 
school, went through a phase where every afternoon of Hebrew school coincided with a panic attack. 
 

Once, the synagogue sent us a letter to remind us to pay the bill or we wouldn't be allowed to go to Hebrew school. We all 
cheered and begged my parents not to pay the bill. Somehow, all four of my parents' children, some with learning disabilities, 
made it through to bar and bat mitzvah. 
 

When I look back on what we struggled through, one thing seems clear: we didn't seem to fit in with the other kids at Hebrew 
school and felt like outsiders. Maybe because we went to a smaller elementary school, so we didn't know many others at the 
synagogue through school. 
 

Some of the problem was the learning disabilities. If you read English below grade level, learning to read Hebrew at the same 
time is like going from the hokey-pokey to learning to dance like Ginger Rogers--backwards and in high heels. We were also 
on the "reform" spectrum of our Conservative synagogue, and then later found ourselves at the "conservative" end of the 
Reform synagogue we joined. 
 

I think the biggest difference, though, was the holistic attitude of our parents. When conflicts arose between extra-curricular 
activities like sports and Hebrew school, my mom had no problem taking us to the ball field or court for a game, reasoning, 
ôWe would do more praying on the field than in the classroom.õ So maybe my family thought Hebrew school was some kind of 
a joke? 
 

But another time that week, we would be watching the news during dinner and end up discussing the plight of Soviet Jewry, or 
why we were planning to Walk for Israel with the JCC, or the history of our Jewish names and genealogy. We mentioned 
Jewish history any time it was even remotely relevant. By elementary school we knew that the Spanish inquisition against Jews 
began when Columbus set sail for the Indies, because my mom reminded us of it every October 12. 
 

My mother, although born Jewish, hadn't practiced many rituals, but she chose to marry a man who was more traditional. 
Together they functioned as a balance in our Jewish-American home, encouraging us to find parts of Judaism that appealed to 
us through holidays, stories, pop culture, ancient and modern history, foods and friends. 
After our bar and bat mitzvah ceremonies, ostensibly now adults free to choose our Jewish education, my siblings and I chose 
to continue to learn through formal means. Perhaps by then we were motivated by our Jewish connections outside of Hebrew 
school, to our camp and youth group friends and the promise of travel to Israel. But all four of us became confirmands. 
 

As we went to college around the country, each of us chose to stay active in the Jewish community on campus, through prayer 
services, social activities, and social and political action. So when my mom announced that she was considering joining the 
adult education classes at our synagogue, we were thrilled that she was following in our footsteps. 
 

ôI think you and your sister and brothers just encouraged me to go to Hebrew School because you hated it so much and I 
made you go! You just wanted revenge on me!õ My siblings and I laughed and agreed in part, but also gave other reasons for 
my mom to attend--to make her Judaic knowledge, so evident and inspirational to us, officially recognized by the community, 
and by herself. And my mom continued. 
 

Although my sister and I joked about giving her "traditional" bat mitzvah gifts like fountain pens or saving bonds, one of the 
proudest moments of my life was giving my mom the new URJ Women's Commentary on the Torah as a bat mitzvah gift. She 
used it as a resource for the speech she gave in front of the congregation, and I was so proud to be there for that moment, 
along with two other siblings, my non-Jewish husband, my dad and his brother. As my mom finished her Torah portion and 
her speech, one could easily hear the whispers coming from our row: "She did really well." 
My mom, who has always embarrassed my husband by whispering through services, was proud of us, too.

HISTORY:

our Kipah Club. The purpose was to stress the need 
for congregants to attend our daily Services and to 
reward them for doing so.  
 
It was decided that congregants who attended 50 
services would receive a Blue Kipah; 100 services 
would yield a Silver Kipah and 150 services would be 
rewarded with a Gold Kipah. Someone who attended 
500 services would be recognized with a Talit. There 
would be a limited time allowed to reach these goals. 
 
We set up two-year cycles and congregants had to 
reach their goals in that period of time. Each two-year 
cycle runs from November to October. 
 
Those who have received a kipah or talit are not 
eligible for a duplicate reward. 
 

*******************  
 
Our most recent two-year cycle began on  
November 1, 2009 and will end October 31, 2011. 
 
Each year, we present a special Kipah to those who 
have attended daily minyan on a regular basis. This 
year the presentation will be held at Shabbat Services 
on Saturday February 26, 2011. We will make 
presentations to those who reached special levels of 
attendance during the time period from 
November 1, 2009 through October 31, 2010. 
 
This year we will present 5 blue kipot, 5 silver and 1 
gold. If we gave repeat awards, we would have at least 
another 24 presentations 
 
It is our opportunity to say thank you to those who 
come regularly. We need them to be able to keep up 
our Daily Minyan so that those who need a minyan 
will find one whenever they come to our Synagogue.  
 
We invite all of you to attend our minyanim.

Our movie series continues to be well received, with 
many outsiders attending. Membership 
representatives will be present to hand out 
informational packets to those interested. Efrem 
Brauer and Louis Port are investigating the 
acquisition of additional titles.

Voyage of the St. Louis.ó This documentary tells the 
story of the ship that carried 937 passengers escaping 
Germany in 1939. However, they were not granted 
permission to enter any country in the Americas. Alan 
Schoen is the facilitator.  
 
òInto the Arms of Strangersó is our offering on 
March 9, at 7:00 pm. We learn about youngsters from 
Germany who left their parents to be rescued from 
the clutches of the Nazis, by traveling to England to 
live with new families there. Louis Port is the 
facilitator. If you are one of the Kindertransport 
survivors, we invite you to contact me to attend the 
screening and share your story. 
 
We thank you for supporting the activities of the 
HLC, and invite you to come and see us on the 
second floor. We welcome any programming 
suggestions you may have.
